The roles included specific kicking/tackling coaching of players, coaching the coaches on different skill acquisi-
tion techniques and assessment of drill structure and training plans. 

  

He has lectured on kicking at level 1-3 coaching courses and the AFL coaching conference over the past 5 
years amd recently set up the West Australian Academy kicking programme for the under 16s and 18s. 

  

He has also lectured at Victoria University. Has a PhD in biomechanics/skill acquisition and has 15 research 
projects underway examining kicking technique, development of kicking from juniors to seniors, decision mak-
ing, skill acquisition and use of GPS in AFL. 

  

Prior to all of the above he spent 7 years at the AIS in canberra working with Olympic athletes 

  

With the hour sessions, two options 

  

1. kick tackle session - 60min 

  

Run a typical session covering a few different aspects of kicking and tackling for the hour. Good for the coaches 
to observe these to get some ideas - 45-50 min of drills then a chat with the coaches on any specifics in the last 
10-15 minutes works well 

  

2. Combination kick/tackle and drill/coaching evaluation 

  

In this option, Takes the players for the first 25 min (same as option 1 but obviously briefer - less time on each 
drill) then the coaches would run drills for the next 25min during which I observe the drills and how they are 
coached. The last 10 minutes is used to discuss good bits and suggested improvements of these drills and how 
the coaching is performed.

Dear Players and families,
