 The Sharks suffered their first loss (to a team) for the season against the previously 4th placed Macleod, at 
Macleod’s home ground.  For most of the day, Macleod was seriously determined, seemed better organised, far 
more purposeful in its approach to the game, and, quite bluntly, wanted the ball more. 
 
 Perhaps playing on home turf, a noticeably smaller ground than most others, assisted this, while the Sharks’ play 
seemed constantly crowded, and they could not adapt to the smaller ground.  In contrast to Macleod, the Sharks 
mostly seemed lethargic, complacent, and totally lacking in commitment. 
 
 The Sharks were generally loose and unaccountable everywhere, and for once, the generally reliable back line was 
beaten, and made to look sloppy and loose, and was leaking profusely. 
 
 Macleod started to the end favoured by only a light breeze, but which turned out to be the scoring end, certainly in 
the first half.  Showing great purpose and determination, Macleod kicked 5 goals to none to lead by 31 points at 
quarter time.  The 2nd quarter was the only stage where the GI Sharks were dominant, kicking long to good leads by 
strong marking forwards who readily converted, and slamming on 6 unanswered goals for the quarter to lead by 7 
points at half-time. 
 
 The second half was fairly even and closely contested throughout.  Whilst the Sharks started to assert ascendancy, 
they could not break free in the game and stayed close on the scoreboard, maintaining only a small lead at ¾-time. 
 
 The last quarter was decisive – despite an early Sharks goal, the visitors could not get the game under control.  
Macleod showed fierce determination and played as though it was never going to lose the game, being repeatedly 
first to the contest and never allowing the Sharks into the game. 
 
 At the same time the Sharks seemed indecisive and very hesitant, lacking in purpose and very flat-footed.  In a 
most determined last quarter display, Macleod put on 3 straight goals to put the Sharks to shame, and win the game 
decisively by 21 points. 
 
 The Sharks could not lose top spot on the ladder, but Macleod’s strong win propelled it from 4th to 2nd on the ladder, 
setting up a rematch with the Sharks next week in the second semi-final.  This was a huge wake-up call for the GI 
Sharks on the eve of the finals, and our Sharks will need to turn their game around completely this week to progress 
directly to the Grand Final.
